Inside its 100,000 square feet, visitors encounter lavish period 

décor, art, and furnishings that evoke the lavish lifestyle of America’s 

turn-of-the-century elite.  

 

The museum not only showcases the grandeur of Whitehall but also chronicles Flagler’s profound impact on Florida — from 

the development of the state’s railroads and tourism to shaping Palm Beach into a premier destination.  

Visiting the Flagler Museum feels like stepping back in time — a journey through architectural splendor, historical legacy, 

and timeless elegance. Whether you’re a history buff, architecture lover, or simply curious, it’s a must-see highlight on any 

Palm Beach itinerary.
